With the greatest economic crisis the United States has seen since the
great depression, many are concerned about the fate of non-profit
organizations. People are becoming very cautious with every dollar -
therefore buying less, investing less, and potentially giving less.
Although we are certainly concerned about the recession in the
developed world, we are full of faith in regard to the strength and
growth of The Reckoning International. This confidence is two-fold.
First, the distinctions found in the method and motivation of TRI
compared to the culture of traditional markets is overwhelming.
Secondly, we know that God is with the poor.

Many are pointing to corruption and a lack of accountability in
lending institutions. Since The Reckoning might be described as a
“lending institution” of sorts, we should look at some of our profound
contrasts and differences.

The root of the financial market’s downturn is greed. The Reckoning’s
foundation is generosity. While only a few stood to gain from the
recent culture in the lending market, everyone involved in TRI's model
of development will benefit. While many are defaulting on loans,
Reckoning clients are diligently and faithfully repaying what they’ve
borrowed. Wall Street demonstrated little to no accountability. But on
streets with no names, among the poorest of the poor, our partners
are regularly giving an account of their work and the status of their
loan is carefully monitored.

While major banks are collapsing, markets demonstrate volatility, and
the Federal Government pumps billions of dollars into the economy,
many are wondering where their finances will be secure. We humbly
submit that your investment is safe with the poor.

The writer of Proverbs suggests that when you give to the poor, you
lend to God. Can you imagine a safer debtor than God Himself? The
proverb goes on to say that the Lord will reward those who are kind to
the poor.

In micro-enterprise, we lend to those who would never have access to
capital otherwise. No assets, no credit history, and in many cases no
address or ability to read or write. The poorest of the poor. Subprime
in every sense. Yet our experience is demonstrating that when given
the opportunity, basic training, and encouragement, the results are
staggering. The poor respond with a sense of responsibility, dignity
and ownership. They rise above their circumstances, pull themselves
out of poverty, and respond with generosity to others. Loans paid in
full (with interest) are then used to support a new micro-business. In
other words, it’s working.

When you responsibly invest in the poor, soon they are no longer poor.
Furthermore, you've lent to God. The return in that sense... is
immeasurable.

Those who are kind to the poor lend to the Lord, and He will reward them for what they have done.

GREEN SOLUTION TO POVERTY

Biomass is organic material that comes from plants
and animals. Some examples of biomass that can be
made into fuel are corncobs, sawdust, straw, and waste
paper. Biomass burns cleaner than firewood because it
is drier and burns more efficiently.

When biomass is chopped and pressed into briquettes,
it makes a great alternative to fossil fuels and saves
trees from being cut down. These trees provide shade,
combat erosion, and absorb carbon from the air.
Biomass crops take carbon out of the atmosphere while
they are growing, and then releases it back into the
atmosphere when burned as fuel. Managed in a
sustainable way, there is a continuous cycle of
replanting, new growth, and preserving trees that
absorb the carbon that it is released by burning the
previous harvest. This maintains a closed carbon
cycle with no net increase in CO, levels in the
atmosphere. Not only do biomass briquettes use
renewable materials and recycle paper, but they are

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inexpensive to make and can be sold at a profit. Sturdy
presses can be fabricated locally that are manually
operated and do not require electricity. Growing and
collecting biomass, collecting and recycling paper,
making and selling briquettes, are all ways that those
struggling in poverty can make a living while helping
the environment.
